In addition, a SL grant is considered as a dynamic SL grant in two cases.
a. Case 1: a SL grant received on the PDCCH addressed to SL-RNTI
b. Case 2: a SL grant received on the PDCCH addressed to SLCS-RNTI with NDI = 1
