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	Reason for change:
	When the UE receives a conditional reconfiguration it will store it in the VarConditionalReconfig, which may contain up to 8 conditional reconfigurations.

The stored conditional reconfigurations are only valid as long as the UE remains in RRC_CONNECTED in the cell, and the entities in VarConditionalReconfig will then be released e.g. if the UE moves to RRC_IDLE/RRC_INACTIVE, receives a reconfigurationWithSync, releases the SCG (if CPC was configured), or after cell selection at the RRC re-establishment procedure.

There is however no release of the entities in VarConditionalReconfig specified for the case where the UE performs a inter-RAT handover. The UE may thus have stored conditional reconfigurations when the UE later returns to NR again.

	The entities in VarConditionalReconfig are released in case of a successful inter-RAT handover in 5.4.3.4.
