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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their reply LS on PUSCH with UL skipping. In the LS, RAN2 is kindly requested to update the MAC CR and resolve the capability signaling issue for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping.  
RAN2 will update MAC specification based on RAN1 agreements on Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping.
Further, RAN2 has discussed the two options for the capability signaling issue for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping and would like to report the feedback as follows:
RAN1 indicated in the LS:
· In addition, RAN1 noticed that in Rel-15, dynamic UL skipping is an optional feature with capability signaling (skipUplinkTxDynamic). It is RAN1’s understanding the dynamic UL skipping cannot be implemented based on the Rel-15 specification. For Rel-16 with the defined UE behavior for dynamic UL skipping, RAN1 has discussed following two options for the capability signaling handling. However, the final decision on the capability design for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping should be decided by RAN2. 
· Option 1: introduce a new UE capability for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping 
· Option 2: Reuse Rel-15 UE capability with the understanding that Rel-15 dynamic UL skipping is not implementable therefore UEs indicating this capability should implement Rel-16 behavior.  
RAN2 response:
· A new UE radio capability (i.e. skipUplinkTxDynamic-r16) is agreed to be introduced for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping. Such a solution allows the network to explicitly know whether a Rel-16 UE can generate the MAC PDU for the PUSCH overlapping CSI/HARQ-ACK on PUCCH if there is no data available based on the updated Rel-16 MAC specification.
