Triggering of sidelink CSI reports

The CSI-triggering UE is not allowed to trigger another aperiodic CSI report for the same UE before the last slot of the expected reception or completion of the ongoing aperiodic CSI report associated with the SCI format 2-A with the "CSI request" field set to 1, where the last slot of the expected reception of the ongoing aperiodic CSI report is given by [10, TS38.321].

Such a SL-CSI reporting could be cancelled when sl-CSI-ReportTimer for the triggered SL-CSI reporting expires.
Here, we would like to discuss another condition for cancellation of triggered SL-CSI reporting 
2. Discussion
According to [2], SL-CSI reporting is associated with a pair of the Source Layer-2 ID and the Destination Layer-2 ID corresponding to a PC5-RRC connection.
A pair of the Source Layer-2 ID and the Destination Layer-2 ID could only be identified when a TB is decoded successfully and the corresponding Layer-2 ID is checked within the Layer-2 ID lists belonging to RX UE.
However, ‘CSI request’ field is included in the second stage SCI which is used for the decoding of PSSCH. So a SL-CSI reporting could be triggered before the associated pair of Layer-2 ID is identified.

The consequent issue could be how to deal with the triggered CSI reporting when the associated TB fails in the Layer-2 ID check.
There could be two options:

Option 1： The SL- CSI reporting could be only triggered when Layer-2 ID checks successfully.

Option 2:   The triggered CSI reporting should be cancelled when associated TB fails in the Layer-2 ID check.
If we go with Option 1, the trigger for SL-CSI reporting would be changed and the spec impact might be unacceptable. From our view, option 2 has less spec impact and could be a way forwards.

Proposal 1: The triggered CSI reporting should be cancelled when associated TB fails in the Layer-2 ID check.
A Text proposal is drafted in the Annex, it is proposed to adopt it.
Proposal 2: adopt the TP in the Annex
3. Conclusion
We have discussed the cancellation condition for a triggered CSI reporting and proposed that
Proposal 1: The triggered CSI reporting should be cancelled when associated TB fails in the Layer-2 ID check.

Sidelink process

For each PSSCH duration where a transmission takes place for the Sidelink process, one TB and the associated HARQ information is received from the Sidelink HARQ Entity.

For each received TB and associated Sidelink transmission information, the Sidelink process shall:
