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	Multi-USIM devices operation cannot be supported
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The purpose of paging collision avoidance is to address paging collision due to reception of paging when a multi-SIM device (e.g. dual SIM device) is in IDLE/INACTIVE mode in both the networks (e.g. Network A and Network B) associated with respective SIMs. Both networks can be NR network or LTE network.
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
