	[bookmark: OLE_LINK2][bookmark: OLE_LINK3]The conditions to stop a RA procedure initiated due to a pending SR for BSR/BFR/LBT with no valid PUCCH resources configured may include:
· Transmission of a MAC PDU on a UL grant other than a UL grant provided by RAR, and the MAC PDU includes a BSR MAC CE containing buffer status up to (and including) the last event that triggered a BSR prior to the MAC PDU assembly
· A UL grant other than a UL grant provided by RAR can accommodate all pending data available for transmission.

Moreover, based on the post RAN2#108 email discussion, it was concluded that the UL grant shall also exclude the UL grant determined as specified in 5.1.2a for transmission of the MSGA payload. 

However, based on current text in clause 5.4.4 of TS 38.321, the type of UL grant that can possibly stop an ongoing RA procedure, which was initiated due to a pending SR for BSR/BFR/LBT, can be interpreted as the following:
Type 1: a UL grant other than a UL grant provided by Random Access Response; or 
Type 2: a UL grant other than a UL grant determined as specified in 5.1.2a for transmission of the MSGA payload. 

As a consequence, two erroneous outcomes for stopping the RA procedure are introduced:
· A UL grant determined as specified in 5.1.2a for transmission of the MSGA payload could cancel the RA procedure because it belongs to type 1 “a UL grant other than a UL grant provided by Random Access Response”
· A UL grant provided by Random Access Response could cancel the RA procedure because it belongs to type 2 “a UL grant other than a UL grant determined as specified in 5.1.2a for transmission of the MSGA payload”




	
	

	Summary of change:
	Update the description in clause 5.4.4 of TS 38.321 so that a UL grant for stopping an ongoing RA procedure, which was initiated due to a pending SR for BSR/BFR/LBT with no valid PUCCH resources configured, shall exclude both the UL grant provided by Random Access Response and the UL grant determined as specified in 5.1.2a for transmission of the MSGA payload.

-	the UL grant(s) can accommodate all pending data available for transmission.
