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1. Introduction
In the last meeting (i.e., RAN2#112e), RAN3 sent LS [1] to inform RAN2 of their decision regarding transport of NR QoE reports in the RAN. This paper will discuss the related issues and proposals for the LS.
2. Discussion
In RAN3#109e, RAN3 agreed that UP solution is precluded and the NR QoE reports are carried over CP from RAN3 point of view. Then, through LS [1], RAN3 asked RAN2 to take the followings into consideration:
RAN3 has discussed the transport of NR QoE reports and agreed that the NR QoE reports are carried over the control plane in the RAN.

To handle this issue from RAN2's perspective, RAN2 discussed this LS and the summary of the discussion is described in the document [2]. For ease of the discussion, the rapporteur proposed some options:

1) Send QoE reports via a separate SRB4 as in LTE.

2) Send QoE reports on another SRB.

3) Send QoE reports over user plane (not inline with RAN3 agreement).

4) Cannot be decided now. Needs to be discussed in RAN2 based on contributions. 
However, most companies share the view that RAN2 needs more time to discuss this issue before the decision of RAN2's solution. In our understanding, RAN2 should not be against RAN3's decision (i.e., QoE report over control plane). Accordingly, we would like RAN2 to accept the transport of QoE report over control plane.

Proposal 1. RAN2 accepts RAN3's decision (i.e., QoE report over control plane) and designs the RAN2's solution based on it.
Then, among the rapporteur's options above, options 1) and 2) are candidates for RAN2's solution. We prefer option 1 (i.e., introduction of separate SRB4) between them. This is the same solution with LTE, but we assume it is effective since QoE report should not high-prioritized over other control plan signaling which is more vital for network management
Proposal 2. UE sends QoE report via SRB4 as in LTE.

Next, RAN2 may need to consider which SRB can be used for QoE configuration and report when UE is in MR-DC. However, RAN3 is still discussing MR-DC scenario, and the details are not determined yet. RAN2 can make the decision after meaningful progress from RAN3. 
Proposal 3. RAN2 waits for decision from RAN3, before deciding which SRB is used for QoE configuration and report when UE is in MR-DC. 
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we study transport of QoE based on RAN3's agreement. Based on the discussion, we have the following proposals:
Proposal 1. RAN2 accepts RAN3's decision (i.e., QoE report over control plane) and designs the RAN2's solution based on it.

Proposal 2. UE sends QoE report via SRB4 as in LTE.

Proposal 3. RAN2 waits for decision from RAN3, before deciding which SRB is used for QoE configuration and report when UE is in MR-DC. 
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
