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1. Introduction
In RAN3#110-e, RAN3 made some progress in NR QoE management. There are some agreements related to RAN2, so we would like to discuss them and introduce corresponding proposals.
2. Discussion
In RAN3#110-e, RAN3 discussed NR QoE management in RAN overload scenario. As a result, RAN3 agreed: 
	In case of RAN overload in standalone connectivity, RAN can stop new QoE measurement configurations, release existing QoE measurement configurations and pause QoE measurement reporting. FFS for the details under EN-DC/MR-DC operation.


To support this agreement, RAN2 should study how to design RRC signaling to stop new QoE measurement configurations, release existing QoE measurement configurations and pause QoE measurement reporting.
Proposal 1. For RAN overload case in SA, RAN2 studies how to design RRC signaling to
1) stop new QoE measurement configurations

2) release existing QoE measurement configurations

3) pause QoE measurement reporting
Besides, we would like to postpone MR-DC case until RAN3 makes some progress on it.
Proposal 2. RAN2 postpones the study for RAN overload in MR-DC until RAN3 makes related agreements.

In RAN3#110e, RAN3 also agreed that 
	FFS whether Multiple QoE measurements for a UE could be supported, this could be left RAN2 to decide.


Therefore, RAN2 should discuss this issue (i.e., whether to support multiple QoE measurement for a UE)
Proposal 2. RAN2 studies whether to support multiple QoE measurement for a UE.

Regarding to this issue, given NR supports more service applications (e.g., VR and MBMS) and smartphones are equipped hardware/software of high performance, UE may execute multiple applications at the same time. In this scenario, NW may want to configure simultaneous and parallel QoE management for these multiple. Thus, it is reasonable to support multiple QoE measurements for a UE. Besides, SA5 also assumes multiple QoE measurement collection from a single UE. This is found in TS 28.404 [1] which describes one of business level requirements for collecting QoE information as: 
	REQ-EUSPC-CON-8: The operator shall have a capability to order several QoE measurement collections from each UE simultaneously.


Proposal 3. UE supports multiple QoE measurements simultaneously.

3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we study transport of QoE based on RAN3's agreement. Based on the discussion, we have the following and proposals:
Proposal 1. For RAN overload case in SA, RAN2 studies how to design RRC signaling to

1) stop new QoE measurement configurations

2) release existing QoE measurement configurations

3) pause QoE measurement reporting
Proposal 2. RAN2 postpones the study for RAN overload in MR-DC until RAN3 makes related agreements.

Proposal 3. UE supports multiple QoE measurements simultaneously.
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
