	CR to TS 36.331 is fine.
Generally, most CE capabilities are applicable to BL UE and UE in CE but this is one case where ce-CRS-IntfMitig-r15 is only applicable to BL UE. Therefore should TS 36.306 be also updated to clarify the corresponding capability is only applicable to BL UE?

ce-CRS-IntfMitig-r15

This field indicates whether the BL UE supports CRS interference mitigation, i.e., value supported indicates UE does not rely on the CRS outside certain PRBs and subframes as defined in TS 36.133 [16], clauses 3.6.1.2 and 3.6.1.3 and TS 36.213 [23] when operating in coverage enhancement mode. A UE indicating support of ce-CRS-IntfMitig-r15 shall also indicate support of ce-ModeA-r13.

	From technical perspective, there should be no issue: Applicability statements in TS 36.133 say that if nothing else is specified, Cat-M2 requirements shall apply to non-BL CE mode case if nothing else is specified.
Thus we don’t think we need any changes in the current RAN2 specifications at this time.

	According to the RAN4 feature list in Rel-16, this feature only applies to BL UEs. 
We had initially thought that 36.306 doesn’t need to be clarified since the cited RAN4 references are to Cat.M1 and Cat.M2 requirements, but can agree that is is not obvious from the 36.306 on it’s own so open to having CRs along the lines of Qualcomm suggestion too.

	Agree with the change reason and CR to TS 36.331 is fine.

TS 36.306 description “This field indicates whether the UE supports CRS interference mitigation” seems fine and no need of change. As only BL UE supports CRS interference mitigation, only BL UE may report this ce-CRS-IntfMitig capability.


3. Conclusion
During the discussion, 4 companies provided a view. 3 companies support the intention and the content of the 36.331 CRs while 1 company thinks it is not necessary.

In addition, a potential clarification for 36.306 was raised however it is uncertain based on company inputs whether or not this should proceed. To allow discussion the proposal as a starting point is not to pursue this.

Proposal 1: Agree to the 36.331 CRs in R2-2101041 and R2-2101041.

Proposal 2: No need to update 36.306.
