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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their LSs on PUSCH skipping with UCI in Rel-16. 
RAN1 indicated in the LS R1-2007338:
·  RAN1 noticed that in Rel-15, dynamic UL skipping is an optional feature with capability signaling (skipUplinkTxDynamic). It is RAN1’s understanding the dynamic UL skipping cannot be implemented based on the Rel-15 specification. For Rel-16 with the defined UE behavior for dynamic UL skipping, RAN1 has discussed following two options for the capability signaling handling. However, the final decision on the capability design for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping should be decided by RAN2. 
· Option 1: introduce a new UE capability for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping 
· Option 2: Reuse Rel-15 UE capability with the understanding that Rel-15 dynamic UL skipping is not implementable therefore UEs indicating this capability should implement Rel-16 behavior.  
RAN2 response:
RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that a new UE capability is introduced for Rel-16 dynamic UL skipping. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN1 indicated in the LS R1-2009772:
· RAN1 noticed that in legacy Rel-15 and Rel-16, for configured grant, skipping UL configured grant if no data to transmit is conditionally mandatory feature. It is RAN1’s understanding that the agreement in RAN1 for case 1-2 will change the UE behavior for CG PUSCH. RAN1 considers it may be necessary to introduce a new capability/signalling to differentiate the new UE behaviour and the legacy UE behaviour. RAN1 will further discuss the capability for case 1-3, 1-4, 1-5, 1-6 where the uplink skipping involving both DG PUSCH and CG PUSCH after the behaviors for these cases are determined.
RAN2 response:
RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that a new UE capability is introduced for Rel-16 CG PUSCH skipping. 

Furthermore, RAN2 has during the RAN2#113-e meeting updated the Rel-16 TS 38.321 specification to support Rel-16 PUSCH (including both DG PUSCH and CG PUSCH) skipping. The corresponding MAC CR is agreed in R2-210xxxx.
