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At RAN2#111-e meeting, it has been agreed that “From a RAN2 perspective, for DL, HARQ feedback can be enabled/disabled in Rel-17 NTN, but HARQ processes remain configured. The criteria and decision to enable/disable HARQ feedback is under network control and is signalled to the UE via RRC in a semi-static manner. FFS for UL”
The objective of this document is to clarify the enabling/disabling of HARQ process in UL.

Discussion

In legacy SatCom, HARQ is not used since it would further increase excessively the delay. This is particularly valid for GEO based systems.
In the case of LEO, HARQ may be considered.
For a workable solution, it should be possible to enable/disable HARQ feedback on both DL and UL in a semi-static manner.

As RAN2#111-e meeting, has agreed that “From a RAN2 perspective, for DL, HARQ feedback can be enabled/disabled in Rel-17 NTN, but HARQ processes remain configured. The criteria and decision to enable/disable HARQ feedback is under network control and is signalled to the UE via RRC in a semi-static manner. FFS for UL”, we propose to adopt similar principles for the UL.
