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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed the SLIC attack through user location identification from CA secondary cell activation messages as described by GSMA in FSAG Doc 88_009 (R2-2100003) and has concluded that the risk of the attack is low.

RAN2 would like to provide the information that the receiving of the MAC CE requires the UE specific physical channel configurations, which is sent via integrity protected and ciphered RRC messages. RAN2 does not see the needs to change anything on MAC layer.
