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	Reason for change:
	There is at present only one use of a BAP routing ID in the Rel-16 NR RRC spec – it appears in the configuration of the default UL BAP routing ID of a node, which is then used during the bootstrapping phase of the node.

However the BAP-routingID IE may be perceived as contradictory and misleading:

· It makes forward compatibility difficult by specifying a very narrow use for this IE, by specifying that “The IE BAP-RoutingID is used for IAB-node to configure the BAP Routing ID.” It is true that this is the current use – however the very fact that we have a separate IE for the BAP routing ID means it could be used for other purposes in future.

· It then paradoxically defines the BAP address and path ID in very general terms. For instance, it talks about the BAP address being something used in the BAP header. While this is true, the current sole use of the BAP address in the RRC spec has nothing to do with a BAP header of a packet – it is a parameter of the node. It also defines the address as that of an IAB-node or an IAB-donor-DU, whereas for the current use only IAB-donor-DU is applicable.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Define the BAP routing ID in suitably general terms and add a reference to the BAP spec, thus facilitating future uses of the IE. Then specify the constraints for the current use. Remove some unnecessary and potentially confusing descriptors such as ‘used in the BAP header’.
