In case a Reconfiguration message including condReconfig (SRB1, SRB3) may have 2 parts: a Non-Conditional reconfiguration (NC part) and a Conditional reconfiguration (C part). We think the compliance check of the C part may or may not be delayed by the UE. So there are two cases, with different UE behaviours:
Case 1: UE delays compliance check for part C:
Behaviour A:	If compliance check for part C fails, UE continues using existing config (i.e. continue NC part that was already applied)
Case 2: Otherwise:
Behaviour B:.	UE should continue using config prior to received message (apply neither NC part nor C part)

According to existing text behaviour A) applies if the Reconfiguration concerns condReconfig, regardless when compliance check is performed., which we think is incorrect

Moreover, the text in 5.3.5.8.2 includes repetition and seems overly complex.
