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1. Introduction and Discussion
Currently, otherConfig IE is configured in RRCReconfiguration message to configure the configuration to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network, e.g. delayBudgetReportingConfig, overheatingAssistanceConfig, drx-PreferenceConfig and so on. Furthermore, otherConfig IE is only configured in RRCReconfiguration message now.
Observation 1: The otherConfig IE is only configured in RRCReconfiguration message now.

Currently, the configuration to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network, e.g. delayBudgetReportingConfig, overheatingAssistanceConfig, drx-PreferenceConfig contained in otherConfig IE is released during initialize the RRC Resume procedure. However, the configuration to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network are not configured in RRCResume message.

Observation 2: The configurations to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network, e.g. delayBudgetReportingConfig, overheatingAssistanceConfig, drx-PreferenceConfig contained in otherConfig IE is released during initialize the RRC Resume procedure.
Observation 3: The configurations to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network are not configured in RRCResume message.

In R16 DCCA work item, the UE can keep the SCG configuration and RRCResume message can also configure SCG configuration, i.e. mrdc-SecondaryCellGroup IE. The mrdc-SecondaryCellGroup IE contains the RRCReconfiguration message as generated (entirely) by SN gNB and the message can incldues otherConfig IE. It means the SCG configuration generated by SN can configure otherConfig IE in RRCResume message, but MN cannot.

Includes an RRC message for SCG configuration in NR-DC or NE-DC.

For NR-DC (nr-SCG), mrdc-SecondaryCellGroup contains the RRCReconfiguration message as generated (entirely) by SN gNB. In this version of the specification, the RRC message only includes fields secondaryCellGroup, with at least reconfigurationWithSync, otherConfig and measConfig.
For NE-DC (eutra-SCG), mrdc-SecondaryCellGroup includes the E-UTRA RRCConnectionReconfiguration message as specified in TS 36.331 [10]. In this version of the specification, the E-UTRA RRC message only include the field scg-Configuration with at least mobilityControlInfoSCG.


Observation 4: The SCG configuration generated by SN can configure otherConfig IE in RRCResume message, but MN cannot.
After reception of RRCResume message, the UE can communicate with network without reception of RRCReconfiguration message. However, if network want to configure the configurations to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to network, the network will send RRCReconfiguration message follow RRCResume message only for configuring the otherConfig IE purpose.
Observation 5: The network may send RRCReconfiguration message follow RRCResume message only for configuring the otherConfig IE purpose.
Based on the observation 1~5, it is better to allow configuring otherConfig IE in RRCResume message.
Proposal: Support to configure otherConfig IE in RRCResume message to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network.
2. Conclusions:

Based on the discussion o, we propose:
Observation 1: The otherConfig IE is only configured in RRCReconfiguration message now.

Observation 2: The configurations to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network, e.g. delayBudgetReportingConfig, overheatingAssistanceConfig, drx-PreferenceConfig contained in otherConfig IE is released during initialize the RRC Resume procedure.

Observation 3: The configurations to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network are not configured in RRCResume message.

Observation 4: The SCG configuration generated by SN can configure otherConfig IE in RRCResume message, but MN cannot.
Observation 5: The network may send RRCReconfiguration message follow RRCResume message only for configuring the otherConfig IE purpose.
Proposal: Support to configure otherConfig IE in RRCResume message to enable the UE to report UE assistance information to the network.
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
