	RSSI/CO reporting was introduced in NR-U, to reflect the channel loading status and as well help NW to detect hidden node. This measurement result is useful for NW to make mobility decision to UE.
However, the RSSI/CO measurement results are missing in MCGFailureInformation and SCGFailureInformation. In order to provide necessary channel status information for unlicensed spectrums so that NW can make proper decision on HO/PSCell change upon MCG/SCG failure, it’s necessary to add RSSI/CO measurement results into MCGFailureInformation and SCGFailureInformation.
