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In this paper, we continue the discussion on whether a UE “shall” or “may” take a suspended radio bearer into account for BSR calculation.
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Discussion  
As indicated in the email discussion [1], in LTE it’s specified in MAC spec that a UE “may” consider suspended radio bearers into account BSR calculation.
In NR, however, to the best of our memory, it is not discussed yet whether a UE “may” or “shall” consider suspended radio bearers into account for BSR calculation.
In our view, we are fine with either direction (shall or may), and just hope to make the expected UE behavior clear.
If companies agree that “shall” is the correct understanding, then we fully agree that current MAC spec is already clear. But, we still think the common understanding shall be captured in somewhere, e.g. in the chairman’s note, to avoid any possible confusion, because the common understanding is not taken down in NR before.
In contrast, if companies think that “may” is the preferred implementation, then we need to capture the understanding in spec. Our previous CRs [2][3] apply the LTE-style sentence, but we are open to discuss how to capture it in NR spec.

Proposal 1: If suspended ratio bearers “shall” be considered for BSR calculation, RAN2 captures this understanding in chairman’s note, and no MAC CR for this understanding is needed.

Proposal 2: If suspended radio bearers “may” be considered for BSR calculation, RAN2 discuss how to capture the understanding.
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Based on discussion above, we have the following proposals:
Proposal 1: If suspended ratio bearers “shall” be considered for BSR calculation, RAN2 captures this understanding in chairman’s note, and no MAC CR for this understanding is needed.

Proposal 2: If suspended radio bearers “may” be considered for BSR calculation, RAN2 discuss how to capture the understanding.
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
