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	Reason for change:
	Per the current spec, it was mentioned that the UE when uses the ASF to detect CAG cells, UE has to follow the cell reselection criteria based on dedicated frequency priorities.
It’s not clear, whether the UE should also follow the frequency priorities broadcasted in the SIBs or not. 

To clarify the UE expected behavior, UE should be allowed to use all the information provided to it, i.e. through dedicated RRC messages and broadcasted SI messages. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarifying that the UE should be allowed to use all available information about frequency priorities provided to the UE by the network (i.e. dedicated and broadcated).

Interoperability issue:
· if the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, no interoperability issue is expected as UE will still be able to use information (frequency priorities) provided the RRC dedicated message to find a CAG cell. 
· if the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not, no interoperability issue, as UE eventually will be able to find a CAG cell, by using the information (frequency priorities) provided by the dedicated message. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The confusion of whether the UE should only be allowed to use the dedicated frequency priorities for the reselection criteria for a CAG cell, or it should also consider the broadcasted frequency priorities.

In addition to normal cell reselection, a UE may optionally use an autonomous search function to detect CAG cells on serving and non-serving frequencies. However UE shall follow the cell reselection criteria based on dedicated network provided frequency priorities and only follow the autonomous cell search result if the result fulfils also the existing cell reselection criteria based on dedicated network provided frequency priorities.
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
