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1. Overall Description:
About the IMSI offset for the EPC paging collision, RAN2 notice that SA2 has defined an alternative IMSI calculated as below:
	alternative IMSI value = [MCC] [MNC] [(MSIN value + Accepted IMSI Offset) mod (MSIN address space)]


While the CT1 has specified that “the MUSIM capable UE shall forward the IMSI offset value to lower layers”
During RAN2#116_e meeting, RAN2 has discussed 2 options for the alternative IMSI calculation and Indication.
· Option 1: The UE upper layer calculates the alternative IMSI value and indicate it to the AS layer.
· Option 2: The UE upper layer indicates the IMSI offset, then UE AS layer calculates the alternative IMSI based on the IMSI offset and the MSIN address space.

RAN2’s understanding is that the option 1 is aligned with the SA2’s understanding while the option 2 is aligned with CT1’s. From RAN2 perspective, option 2 would also require the UE upper layer to indicate the MSIN address space for the alternative IMSI calculation. Thus the option 1 is more preferred. RAN2 respectfully asks CT1/SA2 to confirm RAN2’s understanding and also confirm whether the option 1 is acceptable from SA2/CT1 aspect. If unacceptable and thus the option 2 was selected, will the upper layer also indicate the MSIN address space to the UE AS layer.

2. Actions:
