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Introduction 
As Rel-17 WIs are targeting to complete in May 2022 and RAN1 will be providing the RAN1 feature list after their November meeting, it would be desirable for RAN2 to have initial discussion on how to work on the specification of Rel-17 UE capabilities.
In this contribution, we discuss RAN2 plans of handling the RAN1 and RAN4 Rel-17 feature lists as well as RAN2 determined Rel-17 UE capability
Discussion
Handling of the initial version of RAN1/RAN4 feature list implementation
As far as we know, the current status of feature list from the different WGs are as follow:
· RAN1 is planning to provide their feature list after Nov meeting via LS. ​
· RAN4 is yet to discuss feature group. ​
· RAN2 will discuss RAN2 capabilities in this meeting for most of all RAN2 related WIs.
RAN2 will be receiving at the least the RAN1 Rel-17 feature list after the November meeting via a LS, RAN2 needs to discuss how to handle the initial version of the RAN1/RAN4 Rel-17 feature list until February meeting. In our view, there are 2 approaches for handling the RAN1/4 feature list:
· Approach 1: Work on mega CRs (one mega CR for TS38.306 and one for TS38.331) to incorporate all RAN1/RAN4 feature groups. ​
· Approach 2: Each RAN2 WI session handles RAN1/RAN4 feature groups on their own. That is, each RAN2 WI session incorporates RAN1/RAN4 feature groups corresponding to its WI in running UE capability CRs for TS38.306 and TS38.331 (containing only UE capability ASN.1), in addition to RAN2 UE capabilities/feature groups related to the WI, if any. 
Approach 1 was used in Rel-16 for implementing the RAN1 and RAN4 Rel-16 feature list and the mega CRs were generated with collaboration with NTT DoCoMo. Though both approaches seem workable from our point of view, we think that it would be good to get some feedback from companies on their preference. 
Proposal#1: RAN2 discuss which approach to take for implementing the initial version of the RAN1 and 4 Rel-17 feature list.

It is likely that the RAN1 and RAN4 feature groups will contain FFS (highlighted yellow, square brackets [] or marked as FFS/TBD). RAN2 should only implement the feature groups from the RAN1 and 4 feature list without any FFS (no highlighted yellow, [] and FFS) are incorporated into the CRs.​
Observation: it is likely RAN1/RAN4 feature list contains FFSs (highlighted yellow, square brackets [] or marked as FFS/TBD).
Proposal#2: RAN2 should only implement the feature groups from the RAN1 and 4 feature list without any FFS (no highlighted yellow, [] and marked as FFS/TBD) into the CRs.
​
RAN2 feature list
Each WI will discuss and maintain running UE capability CRs for TS38.306 and TS38.331 (containing only UE capability ASN.1) on RAN2 determined feature groups in their running CRs.
It would be good to include an annex containing the RAN2 determined UE capabilities in the feature list format in the running UE capability CRs (similar to annex for agreements) for easy compilation into the TR38.822 in the later stage,
Proposal#3: Include an annex containing the RAN2 determined UE capabilities in the feature list format in the running UE capability CRs (similar to annex containing RAN2 agreements) for easy compilation into the TR38.822 in the later stage.

Merging work targeting February meeting for approval
Regardless of whether Approach 1 or 2 is used, our assumption is that the running UE capability CRs (TS38.306 and TS38.331) will be endorsed and merged into mega CRs (one for TS38.306 and another for TS38.331 with only UE capabilities ASN.1) to be approved in February meeting. 
Proposal#4: RAN2 confirms that regardless of whether Approach 1 or 2 is used for RAN1/RAN4 feature handling, the running UE capability CRs will be endorsed and merged into mega CRs (one for TS38.306 and another for TS38.331 with only UE capabilities ASN.1) to be approved in February meeting.
 
After February meeting 
It is most likely that RAN1 and 4 will continue to provide their updated feature list after their meeting. RAN2 will need to continue to update the TS38.306 and TS38.331 (UE capability ASN.1) with the updated feature list. Depending on the approach taken for the initial version of the RAN1 and 4 feature list, RAN2 will continue updating TS38.306/331 either based on the mega CRs (Approach 1) or WI specific CRs (Approach 2).  This can be discussed later.

Conclusion
It is requested that RAN2 discusses the following proposals:
Proposal#1: RAN2 discuss which approach to take for implementing the initial version of the RAN1 and 4 Rel-17 feature list:
· Approach 1: Work on mega CRs (one mega CR for TS38.306 and one for TS38.331) to incorporate all RAN1/RAN4 feature groups. ​
· Approach 2: Each RAN2 WI session handles RAN1/RAN4 feature groups on their own. That is, each RAN2 WI session incorporates RAN1/RAN4 feature groups corresponding to its WI in running UE capability CRs for TS38.306 and TS38.331 (containing only UE capability ASN.1), in addition to RAN2 UE capabilities/feature groups related to the WI, if any. 
Observation: it is likely RAN1/RAN4 feature list contains FFSs (highlighted yellow, square brackets [] or marked as FFS/TBD).
Proposal#2: RAN2 should only implement the feature groups from the RAN1 and 4 feature list without any FFS (no highlighted yellow, [] and marked as FFS/TBD) into the CRs.
Proposal#3: Include an annex containing the RAN2 determined UE capabilities in the feature list format in the running UE capability CRs (similar to annex containing RAN2 agreements) for easy compilation into the TR38.822 in the later stage.
Proposal#4: RAN2 confirms that regardless of whether Approach 1 or 2 is used for RAN1/RAN4 feature handling, the running UE capability CRs will be endorsed and merged into mega CRs (one for TS38.306 and another for TS38.331 with only UE capabilities ASN.1) to be approved in February meeting.
