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1. Introduction 
In 3GPP RAN2#115-e meeting, the L2 relay control plane procedure has been discussed and we reached the agreements on system information as follows.
Agreement:

For any SIB that the remote UE requests in on-demand manner, the relay UE can forward the response (i.e. the relay UE does not filter).  FFS which SIBs the remote UE could request.

FFS whether relay UE can voluntarily forward the SIBs/posSIBs to remote UE without a request.

Short message forwarding via introducing a short message field in SCI is not supported.

FFS if short message can be indicated by PC5-RRC.
In this contribution, we elaborate our considerations on system information e.g. area specific SI for further discussion.
2. Discussion

2.1 System information procedure
In 3GPP RAN2#113bis-e meeting, it was agreed that for RRC_IDLE/INACTIVE remote UE, it will inform relay UE of requested SIBs. And relay UE triggers legacy on-demand SI acquisition procedure if needed and sends the acquired SIB to remote UE after relay UE receives any from its serving cell. In this contribution, we want to address the system information area issue and as it may impact the system information update procedure of remote UE, we suggest discussing the scenarios which may have different SI update procedures from very beginning. 
In NR, any on-demand SIB can be configured to be cell specific or area specific, with an indication systemInformationAreaID in SIB1. The area specific SIB is applicable within an area referred to as an SI area. The SI area may consist of one or several cells. Depending on the coverage scenarios and whether the SIA ID of requested SIB of remote UE has changed or not, we may need to further discuss the detailed procedure. The relay UE and remote UE may move to the different cell coverage and SIA IDs may be kept the same between the cells or are different between the cells. In this case if the relay UE knows what SIBs the remote UE is interested in and whether they are cell specific or area specific e.g. by sending a SIB request message to relay UE. Then relay UE should monitor any SIB update including systemInformationAreaID, and send update information to remote UE once any change has been identified 

Proposal 1: RAN2 to address the scenario that relay UE and remote UE are in different cell coverages and the SIA ID of requested SIB could be different.
Proposal 2: Relay UE monitors any SIB update including systemInformationAreaID for the SIBs that remote UE requests for.
3. Conclusion
We propose RAN2 to consider the proposals as follows.
Proposal 1: RAN2 to address the scenario that relay UE and remote UE are in different cell coverages and the SIA ID of requested SIB could be different.

Proposal 2: Relay UE monitors any SIB update including systemInformationAreaID for the SIBs that remote UE requests for.
