[bookmark: _Hlk7620913][bookmark: _GoBack]RAN4 indicated in the LS R4-2111452 that the simultaneous Rx/Tx capability applies across cell groups for NR-DC. RAN2 has clarified it in its specification accordingly.

During the discussion in RAN2, it was pointed out that dynamic resource coordination between the cell groups might be helpful in the scenario where the UE is not capable of simultaneous Rx/Tx for the band combination across the cell groups in NR-DC. However, it is found that resource coordination in NR-DC does not appear to be supported by current TS 38.423.

The NR Resource Coordination Information IE indicates resources within the bandwidth of the ng-eNB sPCell which are not available for use by the ng-eNB and is used at the ng-eNB to coordinate resource utilisation between the gNB and the ng-eNB.
