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	Reason for change:
	In R2-2109151, it has been proposed that a reconfigured measId for conditional reconfiguration should lead to a reset of the fulfillment state to non-fulfilled in CHO, which has been agreed in RAN2#115e. Similarly, the changed reportConfig may also be one out of two of a CHO execution condition. So, when the associated reportConfig of the measId for conditional reconfiguration is modified, the fulfillment state of the event associated to that reportConfig should also be reset to non-fulfilled. This is similar to modification of measId.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	In the procedure for reportConfig modification, the fulfilment of a condition for a measId associated with this reportConfig is reset when the reportConfig is reconfigured.
