2	Discussion
2.1	Remaining FFS/Editor’s note in 36.300
In this section, the remaining FFS/Editor’s note from the running CR to 36.300 [1] are listed and discussed.

The first editor’s note is the following:
Editor’s note: Whether a separate section is used for MUSIM can be further discussed.
We think that it is not needed to create a new, independent section to describe the enhancements to MUSIM. The only addition introduced for the MUSIM is the Paging Collision Avoidance functionality. The description of the functionality can be included in the existing Other chapter 23
[bookmark: _Toc92719339]No new independent section specific to MUSIM needs to be created in TS 36.300. The description of the MUSIM enhancement is added in the existing section Other (clause 23). 

The running CR to 36.300 [1] includes the following FFS:
FFS if paging cause impacts stage 2.
The paging cause is a detail that shall be described in stage 3 only. So, we propose not to mention the paging cause in the 36.300.

3	Conclusion
Based on the discussion in the previous sections we propose the following:
Proposal 1	No new independent section specific to MUSIM needs to be created in TS 36.300. The description of the MUSIM enhancement is added in the existing section Other (clause 23).
Proposal 2	The paging cause does not need to be described in TS 36.300.
Proposal 3	A new section for MUSIM is created in TS 38.300.
Proposal 4	The paging cause does not need to be described in TS 38.300.
Proposal 5	The remaining FFS and Editor’s note can be removed from TS 38.300
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
