1. Overall Description:
RAN2 thanks RAN1 for their LS on reporting of the Tx TEG association information.
In RAN2’s understanding, for Multi-RTT, as the reported Tx TEG and SRS association relationship is directly sent to LMF, so it can be embedded in NR-Multi-RTT-SignalMeasurementInformation in 37.355. For UL-TDOA, if the association relationship is sent to serving gNB via RRC signaling, it can be embedded in MeasResults in 38.331.
Furthermore, in the second agreement that RAN1 provided for UL-TDOA, based on a configured periodicity, a UE may report the UE Tx TEG association for the SRS resources for positioning that have already been transmitted during the configured period. In RAN2’s understanding, to indicate the change of the Tx TEG association during the configured period, each SRS resource can be associated with a list of {Tx TEG ID, time stamp} , that is to say, the SRS resource is associated with a Tx TEG ID starting from the time of the paired timestamp.
 However, it is unclear for RAN2 how many pairs of {Tx TEG ID, time stamp} in the list can be reported for a configured period. 
Hence, RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 the question: What is the value of the maximum number of timestamp for a report of the Tx TEG association information between UE Tx TEG ID and a SRS resource? For example, whether it relies on UE capability or whether it can be equal to the number of SRS resource occasions during a configured period.
