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1. Introduction
In this contribution, we would like to discuss some user plane issues from the following aspects:
· Support of logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer 
· RSRP threshold used for carrier selection
2. Discussion 
2.1 Support of logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer
In last RAN2#116e meeting, progress on BSR configuration used for SDT was made as follows:
Agreements:

1. BSR is configured only by default MAC Cell Group configuration 
2. FFS whether the logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not applied for logical channels configured with SDT
Compared with cell-specific BSR-Config, logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not included in default MAC Cell Group configuration. Considering that this parameter is associated with logicalChannelSR-DelayTimerApplied configured for each logical channel in RLC configuration, we would have a case that logicalChannelSR-DelayTimerApplied is set to true but logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not available based on current agreement. Further discussion is needed on whether or not to apply logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer for SDT procedure.

As can be noted, logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not mandatorily configured in BSR-Config. Although delaying SR is beneficial to avoid frequent trigger of RACH, it is not essential for BSR/SR procedure. In order to support this function, we would have to work out how to provide logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer to UE based on the latest agreement that BSR is configured only by default MAC Cell Group configuration, e.g., extending default MAC Cell group configuration or including this parameter in SIB or UE dedicated signalling. Considering the gain and potential spec impacts, extra work on this is not necessary. Therefore, we propose that logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not applied for SDT.
Proposal 1 Delaying SR is not supported in SDT, i.e., logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not configured for SDT.
2.2 Carrier selection
In RAN2#113bis-e, it was agreed that RSRP threshold for carrier selection can be specific to SDT.
	Agreements:

	1 RSRP threshold for carrier selection is specific to SDT (i.e. separately configured for SDT).  This is optional for the network.  


This agreement has been captured in current MAC running CR, while it seems not clear whether the threshold is common between RA-SDT and CG-SDT. Separate RSRP thresholds might be beneficial to meet the different radio link quality required by CG-SDT and RA-SDT. While in our understanding, a common RSRP threshold is sufficient considering that the RSRP threshold for SSB selection can be configured specific for CG-SDT/RA-SDT. With this configuration, whether the radio link is good enough to perform CG-SDT/RA-SDT on the selected carrier can be further checked.
Proposal 2 RSRP threshold for UL carrier selection is common for RA-SDT and CG-SDT.
3. Conclusion
Based on the discussion we give the following proposals:

Proposal 1 Delaying the trigger of SR is not supported in SDT, i.e., logicalChannelSR-DelayTimer is not configured for SDT.
Proposal 2 RSRP threshold for UL carrier selection is common for RA-SDT and CG-SDT.
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
