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1	Introduction 
In the previous RAN2 meeting, CPAC made good progress on stage 3 signaling. In this contribution, we focus on the issue of indicating explicit target cell ID associated with the condition in Uu signaling.
2   Discussion
As we explained in [1], not explicitly having target cell ID together with the evaluation condition leads to a lot of UE processing efforts and power consumption in unnecessarily decoding the RRCReconfiguration of all the candidate target cells. During RAN2#112 meeting, the only concern from companies is it’s an NBC change thus it’s preferred to leave it to next release. Therefore, here we propose to address this issue for Rel-17 CPAC in ASN.1 signaling.
Proposal 1: Explicitly indicates the physical cell ID associated with each set of condExecutionCond/ condExecutionCondSN and condRRCReconfig in NR RRC running CR.
Proposal 2: Explicitly indicates the physical cell ID associated with each set of triggerCondition/ triggerConditionSN and condReconfigurationToApply in LTE RRC running CR.
Text proposals to the RRC running CR are highlighted.
3	Conclusions
Based on the discussion above, we have the following proposal.
Proposal 1: Explicitly indicates the physical cell ID associated with each set of condExecutionCond/ condExecutionCondSN and condRRCReconfig in NR RRC running CR.
Proposal 2: Explicitly indicates the physical cell ID associated with each set of triggerCondition/ triggerConditionSN and condReconfigurationToApply in LTE RRC running CR.
Text proposals to the RRC running CR are highlighted.

The UE shall:
1>	for each condReconfigId within the VarConditionalReconfig:
2>	if the RRCReconfiguration within condRRCReconfig includes the masterCellGroup including the reconfigurationWithSync, consider the cell which has a physical cell identity matching the value indicated in the condReconfigToAddModList included in the received conditionalReconfigurationServingCellConfigCommon included in the reconfigurationWithSync in the received condRRCReconfig to be applicable cell;
2> if the RRCReconfiguration within condRRCReconfig includes the secondaryCellGroup                      including the reconfigurationWithSync, consider the cell which has a physical cell identity matching the value indicated in the condReconfigToAddModList included in the received conditionalReconfiguration to be applicable cell;
2> if condExecutionCondSN is configured:
3> in the remainder of the procedures, consider each measId indicated in the condExecutionCondSN as a measId in the VarMeasConfig associated with the SCG measConfig;

3> if it is configured via SRB3 or configured within nr-SCG or within nr-SecondaryCellGroupConfig (specified in TS 36.331[10]) via SRB1:

3>	initiate the conditional reconfiguration execution, as specified in 5.3.5.13.5;
NOTE:	Up to 2 MeasId can be configured for each condReconfigId. The conditional reconfiguration event of the 2 MeasId may have the same or different event conditions, triggering quantity, time to trigger, and triggering threshold.

	condExecutionCond
The execution condition that needs to be fulfilled in order to trigger the execution of a conditional reconfiguration for CHO, CPA, intra-SN CPC without MN involvement or MN initiated inter-SN CPC. When configuring 2 triggering events (Meas Ids) for a candidate cell, network ensures that both refer to the same measObject.

	condExecutionCondSN
Contains execution condition that needs to be fulfilled in order to trigger the execution of a conditional reconfiguration for SN initiated inter-SN CPC. The Meas Ids refer to the measConfig associated with the SCG. When configuring 2 triggering events (Meas Ids) for a candidate cell, network ensures that both refer to the same measObject. For each condReconfigurationId, the network always configures either triggerCondition or triggerConditionSN (not both).

	condRRCReconfig
The RRCReconfiguration message to be applied when the condition(s) are fulfilled. The RRCReconfiguration message contained in condRRCReconfig cannot contain the field conditionalReconfiguration or the field daps-Config or the configuration for target SCG. For each condReconfigurationId, the network always configures either triggerCondition or triggerConditionSN (not both).

	phyCellId
Indicates the target candidate cell ID.

If AS security has been activated successfully, the UE shall:

	triggerCondition
