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This document discusses the following RAN2 lead objectives that were included in the RedCap WI RP-211574[1]:
· Specify functionality that will enable RedCap UEs to be explicitly identifiable to networks through an early indication in Msg1 and/or Msg3, and Msg A if supported, including the ability for the early indication to be configurable by the network. [RAN2, RAN1]
Discussion
Early Identification Configuration
The RedCap WID includes the objective: 
· Specify functionality that will enable RedCap UEs to be explicitly identifiable to networks through an early indication in Msg1 and/or Msg3, and Msg A if supported, including the ability for the early indication to be configurable by the network. [RAN2, RAN1]

In RAN2#116e [2], the following agreement was made:
Agreements online:
1. In MAC perspective, RedCap UE uses the dedicated LCID for Msg3 early identification, when the Msg3 includes the CCCH data. FFS on whether it requires no other precondition, or precondition as “when Msg1 early identification is not configured”, or precondition as “when Msg3 early identification is enabled by NW”.
2. Two reserved LCIDs are used for CCCH and CCCH1 cases respectively for Msg3 early identification
FFSs:
1. In case the cell is barred due to not supporting RedCap, UE behaviour for intra-frequency cell reselection is FFS
2. FFS whether system information should provide information on which cells accept RedCap UE access, and if, what this information should include (e¸g. support, barring?) and in which form (e.g. NCell, allow-list, exclude-list)

Since both Msg1 and Msg3 early indication has been agreed to be supported for RedCap devices, it would be beneficial for the gNB to be able to select, none, one or both, for the Redcap UE to use in SIB. This would allow operators to be able to flexibly configure what type of early indication is used by what type of Redcap UE based on the network deployment configuration. The need for early indication and how early, depends on the network deployment configuration (e.g., carrier bandwidth, frequency range, ISD (inter-site distances), etc.) and Redcap capabilities (e.g., HD-FDD, 256QAM, 1Rx/2Rx, etc.).  
The configurability to enable/disable Msg1 early indication was agreed but for Msg3 it was left as FFS in the last meeting. Supporting enable/disable Msg3 configurability would provide network management flexibility to the operators as brought up in [3][4]. Hence, similar to Msg1, the network would only enable Msg3 early indication if required and the RedCap UE would only provide it if configured by the NW.
