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1. Introduction
When a PDCP entity is re-established, the PDCP entity triggers a PDCP status report if statusReportRequired is configured. If the statusReportRequired is not released from PDCP entities of SCG bearer at SCG deactivation, a PDCP status report would be transmitted by PDCP re-establishment even if the SCG is deactivated. 
2. Discussions
PDCP entity re-establishment is triggered whenever the security key for this radio bearer is changed. When a PDCP entity is re-established, the PDCP entity transmits a PDCP status report if statusReportRequired is configured [1].
PDCP entity re-establishment could be triggered for a PDCP entity of an SCG bearer while SCG is deactivated. Figure 1 illustrates an example case. Assume that PDCP-1 is a PDCP entity of an MN terminated MCG bearer and PDCP-2 is a PDCP entity of an MN terminated SCG bearer, and the SCG is deactivated. When the UE is requested to perform MN handover with security key change, PDCP re-establishment would be triggered for PDCP-1 and PDCP-2. If statusReportRequired is configured for PDCP-2, a PDCP status report would be transmitted even if the SCG is deactivated. However, it would not make sense to transmit the PDCP status report in this case because no data has been received by PDCP-2 since SCG was deactivated.

We propose that the network releases statusReportRequired from PDCP entities of SCG bearers if configured at SCG deactivation.
