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1 Introduction
In this contribution, we will further discuss some MAC issues which is not included in the Open Issue list.
2 Discussion
2.1 TA reporting cancel

According to the current running MAC CR, the cancel of TA reporting is specified as follows:

	All triggered UE-specific TA reports shall be cancelled when a MAC PDU is transmitted and this PDU includes the corresponding UE-Specific TA MAC CE.


However, there is a possibility that the triggered UE-specific TA report is not successfully received by the gNB. In his case, if we cancel the TA reporting right after TA report is sent, there is no chance for this to be retransmitted as it is likely HARQ retransmission is disabled by gNB. Without timely TA report, the efficiency of gNB scheduling will be decreased to a great extent. A potential solution for this is to delay the cancel of TA reporting until UE confirms that the TA report is successfully received by gNB. 
Proposal 1: Delay the cancel of TA reporting until UE confirms the successful reception of TA report.

2.2 Configured Grant/SPS aspects
During last meeting, the following agreements and RAN2 understanding were made:
	· It is up to network implementation to ensure proper configuration of HARQ feedback (i.e. enabled or disabled) for HARQ processes used by an SPS configuration (no Stage 3 specification impact). FFS if a note in Stage 2 is needed 

· It is up to network implementation to ensure proper configuration of HARQ mode for HARQ processes used by a CG configuration (no Stage 3 specification impact). FFS if a note in Stage 2 is needed
RAN2 understanding:

· RAN2 understanding is that: in general, all HARQ processes used by an SPS configuration are configured with the same HARQ feedback enabled/disabled state. No specification impact. 

· RAN2 understanding is that: in general, all HARQ processes used by a CG configuration are configured with the same HARQ state (e.g. A or B). No specification impact


Two FFSes were left if note is needed in Stage 2 specs. We think the general should be captured in the specs as it is common understanding of RAN2. Otherwise, there is possibility that implementation doesn’t follow this principle and HARQ processes used in a CG/SPS configuration have the same HARQ state/ feedback state, which result in decreasing of system performance. 

Proposal 2: Capture the following principle as a note in the Stage 2 CR: The NW should guarantee that HARQ processes used in a CG/SPS configuration have the same HARQ state/ feedback state.

2.3 UE location report
During previous discussion, there is different opinions about whether reporting UE location information for the purpose of TA reporting is supported. As RAN2 has agreed to use RRC signalling to report the UE location information if supported, it is obvious more secured to report UE location than TA MAC CE. It is beneficial to support both mechanisms and it is up gNB implementation to configure one of the two reporting mechanisms. Little specs effort is needed, especially when considering UE location information report is already supported for other purposes.
And regarding with the FFS on whether other trigger is needed for UE location reporting left from last meeting, we think it is simple to reuse the existing TA report triggering event. 
Proposal 3: Support reporting location information for TA reporting purpose and reuse the event-trigger for TA MAC CE reporting. 

3 Conclusion

In this contribution, we discussed the User Plane issues and have the following proposals:

Proposal 1: Delay the cancel of TA reporting until UE confirms the successful reception of TA report.

Proposal 2: Capture the following principle as a note in the Stage 2 CR: The NW should guarantee that HARQ processes used in a CG/SPS configuration have the same HARQ state/ feedback state.

Proposal 3: Support reporting location information for TA reporting purpose and reuse the event-trigger for TA MAC CE reporting. 
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
