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1. Introduction
There is a remaining issue related to the combination of CPC and SCG deactivation. In this paper, we’d like to discuss on this issue.
2. Discussion
In the current running CR for SCG deactivation, the consideration of SCG activation/deactivation is done by the following procedure.

Reception of an RRCReconfiguration by the UE

The UE shall perform the following actions upon reception of the RRCReconfiguration, or upon execution of the conditional reconfiguration (CHO or CPC):

if the RRCReconfiguration was received neither within mrdc-SecondaryCellGroup nor within E-UTRA RRCConnectionReconfiguration nor within E-UTRA RRCConnectionResume:

if the RRCReconfiguration includes the scg-State:

perform SCG deactivation as specified in 5.3.5.x;

perform SCG activation as specified in 5.3.5.y;


If this procedure is performed upon execution of the conditional reconfiguration configured by SN via SRB3 (i.e. intra-SN CPC without MN involvement), this condition will be TRUE, and UE performs the consideration of SCG activation/deactivation. This behavior is not assumed based on the following agreements.

Only the MN can generate an RRC message with SCG (de)activation.

Indication of SCG deactivation to the UE via the SCG is not supported.

 Therefore, this procedure should be modified to the text like the following.

Proposal 1 CR text of 5.3.5.3 for SCG deactivation should be modified to exclude the case of execution of conditional reconfiguration generated by SN.
If the proposal 1 is agreed, SCG state is not changed upon the execution of conditional reconfiguration generated by SN.
If the execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated is supported, and if conditional reconfiguration generated by SN is executed during SCG is deactivated, this conditional reconfiguration is completed without initiating RACH on SCG based on the following agreement.

At PSCell addition/change/HO/RRC resume, in case the SCG state is configured as deactivated, the UE does not perform random access. If the network wants the UE to perform random access, it can indicate the SCG as activated and deactivate it after the random access by RRC or MAC CE if supported.

In this case, SN cannot recognize which cell is selected because the current RRCReconfigurationComplete message doesn’t include any information to indicate the selected cell.
Observation 1
If the execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated is supported, SN cannot recognize which cell is selected by the execution of conditional reconfiguration generated by SN if SCG is deactivated.
Therefore, if the execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated is supported, information of the selected cell should be included in the RRCReconfigurationComplete message for the execution of conditional reconfiguration generated by SN.
To avoid such an additional consideration for Rel-17 in the limited time unit, the execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated should not be supported in Rel-17.

Proposal 2 The execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated is not supported in Rel-17.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we made the following observations and proposals:
Proposal 1 CR text of 5.3.5.3 for SCG deactivation should be modified to exclude the case of execution of conditional reconfiguration generated by SN.
Observation 1
If the execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated is supported, SN cannot recognize which cell is selected by the execution of conditional reconfiguration generated by SN if SCG is deactivated.
Proposal 2 The execution of conditional reconfiguration during SCG is deactivated is not supported in Rel-17.
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
