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1	Introduction
This document discusses some open issues for CHO in running RRC CR [1] [2].  
2	Discussion
RAN2 has agreed to support time-based CHO for both moving cell and fixed cell scenario. The time-based conditional trigger event is defined that if the time measured at the UE is in a time duration [t1, t2] the event condition is considered to be satisfied. The time duration defined in a trigger event for a candidate cell is considered to be the time during which the UE can execute CHO to the candidate cell. Thus, the duration should cover at least the time that the candidate cell serves the UE’s moving area. According to the analysis in TR 38.821-7.3.2.1 [3], the duration can span from 6 seconds to about 140 seconds depending on the cell diameter size, the satellite speed, and the UE speed. Taken into account the worst case scenario, integer values from 0 to 255 should be considered for the duration in seconds. 
Proposal 1: For time-based CHO, the duration for the time-based conditional trigger event is defined as integer {0, 1, 2, …, 255} in seconds.
3	Conclusion
Based on the discussion, we have the following observations and proposals.
