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1. Introduction
The MII will be triggered due to the following cases.

Initiation

An MBS capable UE in RRC_CONNECTED may initiate the procedure in several cases including upon successful connection establishment, upon entering or leaving the broadcast service area, upon MBS broadcast session start or stop, upon change of interest, upon change of priority between MBS broadcast reception and unicast reception, upon change to a PCell broadcasting SIB21.


In our understanding, the MII reporting should be triggered after handover like UAI reporting after handover, e.g. the MII reporting is triggered in last one second when receiving the handover command.

In this paper, we would like to discuss the necessary of triggering MII reporting again after handover in some case. 
2. Discussion 
For UAI reporting, the UAI information will be included in HandoverPreparationInformation from source gNB to target gNB.

Observation 1: Both UAI and MII information will be included in HandoverPreparationInformation from source gNB to target gNB during handover.
Observation 2: If the UE initiated transmission of a UEAssistanceInformation message for the corresponding cell group during the last 1 second, UE will initiate transmission of a UEAssistanceInformation message to target cell again if configured.
For MII reporting, the MII will also be included in HandoverPreparationInformation from source gNB to target gNB like UAI procedure. And the MII reporting may also happen in last one second when receiving the handover command. So, it makes sense to trigger transmission of a MII message to target cell again if UE continue to receive the broadcast MBS in target cell.
Proposal: If the UE initiated transmission of a MBSInterestIndication message for the corresponding cell group during the last 1 second when handover happens, and the UE will continue to receive the broadcast MBS in target cell, the UE will trigger transmission of a MBSInterestIndication message to target cell after handover.
3 Conclusions

Based on the discussion above, we propose:
Observation 1: Both UAI and MII information will be included in HandoverPreparationInformation from source gNB to target gNB during handover.
Observation 2: If the UE initiated transmission of a UEAssistanceInformation message for the corresponding cell group during the last 1 second, UE will initiate transmission of a UEAssistanceInformation message to target cell again if configured.
Proposal: If the UE initiated transmission of a MBSInterestIndication message for the corresponding cell group during the last 1 second when handover happens, and the UE will continue to receive the broadcast MBS in target cell, the UE will trigger transmission of a MBSInterestIndication message to target cell after handover.
