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1. Introduction

For Rel-17 SON/MDT, a few indicators have been introduced, and some of the indicators have been specified with BOOLEAN. However, it is unclear why BOOLEAN is utilized. 2 bits are needed to indicate BOOLEAN, while 1 bit for ENUMERATED {true}. If there is no specific reason, it is beneficial to use ENUMERATED {true} in bit consumption aspect.

Discussion
2.1 onDemandSISuccess-r17 in RA-InformationCommon-r16
In the running CR, new indicator, onDemandSISuccess-r17 with BOOLEAN has been introduced:

This field is set to true when the RA report entry is included because of either msg1 based on demand SI request or msg3 based on demand SI request and if the on-demand SI request is successful. This field is set to false when the RA report entry is included because of either msg1 based on demand SI request or msg3 based on demand SI request and if the on-demand SI request is not successful. Otherwise, the field is absent.


Typically, RA Report is used to consider successfully completed RA. One exceptional case is SI request failure. Thus, it is not needed to set the field always for the random access initiated due to SI request.
It seems better to introduce a new indicator to indicate if Random Access resulting from msg1-based or msg3-based SI Request has failed. Since it’s ENUMERATED {true}, it is also beneficial to save bit consumption.
Proposal 1: Instead of the field onDemandSISuccess-r17, a new field onDemandSI-Fail-r17 is introduced to indicate if Random Access initiated due to SI Request has failed.
Proposal 2: The new field onDemandSI-Fail-r17 has the type of ENUMERATE {true}.
2.2 fallbackToFourStepRA-r17 in PerRAAttemptInfo-r16
In the running CR, new indicator, fallbackToFourStepRA-r17 with BOOLEAN has been introduced:

This field indicates if a fallback indication in MsgB is received (according to TS 38.321 [3]) for the 2-step random access attempt.


It’s unclear why it’s BOOLEAN, e.g. what ‘false’ means? It seems sufficient with ENUMERATED {true}.
Proposal 3: BOOLEAN is changed to ENUMERATE {true} for the field fallbackToFourStepRA-r17.
2.3 SigLogMeasConfigAvailable-r17 in UE-MeasurementsAvailable-r16
In the running CR, new indicator, SigLogMeasConfigAvailable-r17 with BOOLEAN has been introduced:

It seems sufficient with ENUMERATED {true}, i.e. it can be set only if the overriding protection is required. This RIL is related to S701 touching the corresponding procedural texts.
Proposal 4: BOOLEAN is changed to ENUMERATE {true} for the field sigLogMeasConfigAvailable-r17.
3. Conclusion

It is suggested that 
Proposal 1: Instead of the field onDemandSISuccess-r17, a new field onDemandSI-Fail-r17 is introduced to indicate if Random Access initiated due to SI Request has failed.

Proposal 2: The new field onDemandSI-Fail-r17 has the type of ENUMERATE {true}.
Proposal 3: BOOLEAN is changed to ENUMERATE {true} for the field fallbackToFourStepRA-r17.

Proposal 4: BOOLEAN is changed to ENUMERATE {true} for the field sigLogMeasConfigAvailable-r17.
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
