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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK8][bookmark: OLE_LINK9]RAN3 has decided to introduce M6 Delay Threshold in M6 Configuration to enable the calculation of the PDCP Excess Packet Delay in the UL.
However, RAN2 has agreed that for UL PDCP Excess Packet Delay (related to section 4.3.1.2 in TS 38.314) different delay threshold values for different DRBs are to be used. These different delay threshold values need to be provided by the OAM for signalling-based and management-based MDT, RAN3 is discussing how to configure different delay threshold values to different DRB to meet RAN2’s requirements, which may depend on the OAM’s process on configuring thresholds.
