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1 Introduction

In this contribution, we provide our views on the signalling support for reporting the remaining GNSS validity duration. 
2 Discussion 
In RAN2#117e, RAN2 discussed the GNSS validity issue and made following agreements.

	· P2: RAN2 will follow the RAN1 agreement that UE will report the remaining GNSS validity duration to the network. FFS: value range (not clear if the values of RAN1 agreement can be used). FFS which message. 




Reporting the remaining GNSS validity duration is mainly to inform the network around which time the valid timer will expire and UE will leave the CONNECTED state. As for NB-IoT, GNSS operation and cellular operation cannot be done at the same for CONNECTED state UEs, then one-shot report would be sufficient as the remaining valid time will not update during CONNECTED state. We think a unified solution for NB-IoT and eMTC could be to include the remaining time in the RRC complete message, e.g. RRCSetupComplete/RRCReestablishmentComplete/RRCResumeComplete message.
Proposal 1 Include the remaining GNSS validity duration in RRCSetupComplete/RRCReestablishmentComplete/RRCResumeComplete message.
