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1. Introduction
In this contribution, we will discuss some MAC aspects for RedCap to complete the MAC specification. 
2. Discussion

2.1. Issue 1: whether separate initial BWP is used for timer-based BWP switching
For non-RedCap UEs, there are two operation approaches for BWP switching: DCI-based and timer-based. For DCI-based BWP switching, network is aware of the UE capability and the configuration for the BWP. There is no problem for network to indicate the BWP switching for RedCap UEs. 
For timer-based BWP switching, if the defaultDownlinkBWP is configured, UE will perform BWP switching to the default DL BWP if the bwp-InactivityTimer associated with the active DL BWP expires, otherwise, the UE will perform BWP switching to the initial DL BWP. The BWP switching is performed at UE side. For RedCap UEs, the separate initial BWP may be configured. There is possible that the bandwidth of legacy initial DL BWP exceeds the RedCap UE capability. Thus, a reasonable approach is also to switch the separate initial BWP for the timer-based BWP switching. 
Proposal 1: For RedCap UEs, when the bwp-InactivityTimer associated with the active DL BWP expires, if the defaultDownlinkBWP is not configured, UE will perform BWP switching to the separate initial DL BWP, if configured. Otherwise, the UE will perform BWP switching to the legacy initial DL BWP.
The corresponding TP is provided in the Miscellaneous CR on TS 38.321 for RedCap [1]. 
2.2. Issue 2: “else” part for RACH on separate initial BWP
It was agreed in RAN2 that if a RedCap-specific initial UL BWP is configured for RACH, RedCap UEs shall use only the RedCap-specific initial UL BWP to perform RACH. This conclusion was captured in MAC specification. While for RedCap UEs in idle/inactive mode, the “else” part was not captured. In our understanding, it is straightforward that legacy initial BWP should be used to perform RACH if the separate initial BWP is not configured.
Proposal 2: For RedCap UEs in idle/inactive mode, if the RedCap-specific initial BWP is not configured, the legacy initial BWP should be used to perform RACH as legacy. 
The corresponding TP is provided in the Miscellaneous CR on TS 38.321 for RedCap [1]. 
2.3. Issue 3: Whether and how to capture the agreement on UE implementation to perform RSRP measurement in a DL BWP associated with CD-SSB before Msg1/A retx

Postpone the discussion on whether and how to capture the agreement: From RAN2 perspective, if a RedCap UE in idle/inactive mode is configured with a separate initial BWP associated with no SSB (CD or NCD) for RACH, it is up to UE implementation to perform new RSRP measurement in a DL BWP associated with CD-SSB before Msg1/A retransmission.


The corresponding agreement was sent to RAN1 and RAN4 in RAN2#116bis-e meeting, and the corresponding discussion is on-going in RAN1 and RAN4, so this issue will be postponed to wait for more feedback from RAN1 and RAN4. 

Observation: Continue to postpone this issue to wait for RAN1/RAN4 feedback. 
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we discuss some miscellaneous issues on MAC aspects for RedCap. Based on the discussion, we have the following observation and proposals:
Proposal 1: For RedCap UEs, when the bwp-InactivityTimer associated with the active DL BWP expires, if the defaultDownlinkBWP is not configured, UE will perform BWP switching to the separate initial DL BWP, if configured. Otherwise, the UE will perform BWP switching to the legacy initial DL BWP.
The corresponding TP is provided in the Miscellaneous CR on TS 38.321 for RedCap [1]. 
Proposal 2: For RedCap UEs in idle/inactive mode, if the RedCap-specific initial BWP is not configured, the legacy initial BWP should be used to perform RACH as legacy. 
The corresponding TP is provided in the Miscellaneous CR on TS 38.321 for RedCap [1]. 
Observation: Continue to postpone this issue to wait for RAN1/RAN4 feedback. 
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
