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	Reason for change:
	In NR MBS, the network may not always be able to ensure that all MBS sessions transmitted via PTM transmission are of interest to all UEs decoding the transport block addressed to the corresponding G-RNTI. Therefore, UE’s MAC entity shall discard MBS MAC subPDU containing an LCID or an eLCID which is not configured.

When determining whether to discard an MBS MAC subPDU or not, the PTP retransmission case is currently not taken into accout. Furthermore, it is not clear the UE’s MAC entity only discards MBS MAC subPDUs containing an LCID or an eLCID which is not configured.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Add a condition of discarding MBS MAC subPDU by considering PTP retransmission case and clarify that the MAC entity only discard MBS MAC subPDU containing an LCID or an eLCID which is not configured.

Impact analysis
Inter-operability: 
If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, the UE will not discard PDUs corresponding to (e)LCID that are not configured for MBS whenever PTP retransmissions are used. Depending on UE behaviour, this may limit the usage of PTP retransmissions..
If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the NW is not, there is no inter-operablity issue.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	It is not clear how UE’s MAC entity processes an MBS MAC PDU receiveid by PTP retransmission and whether UE’s MAC entity only discards MBS MAC sub PDUs containing an LCID or and eLCID which is not configured or not when an MBS MAC PDU is received.
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5.3.3	Disassembly and demultiplexing
The MAC entity shall disassemble and demultiplex a MAC PDU as defined in clauses 6.1.2 and 6.1.5a.
When athe MAC entity receives a MAC PDU for MAC entity’s G-RNTI or G-CS-RNTI, or C-RNTI or CS-RNTI for multicast transmission, or by the configured downlink assignment for MBS multicast containing an LCID or eLCID which is not configured, the MAC entity shall at least:
1>	discard the received subPDU containing an LCID or an eLCID which is not configured.
