	In Rel-17, in RAN3 discussions (RAN3 #114-e, RAN3 #115-e meetings), it was decided that the scenarios where the SCG is kept or changed upon CHO execution, is supported, and changes to the Stage-2 (37.340) and Stage-3 (38.423, 36.423) specifications were agreed. An LS (R3-222840) was sent by RAN3 to RAN2 in the last RAN3 (RAN3 #115-e) meeting. 

However, in the running Rel-17 RRC CR 36.331, these scenarios are not supported. The description of the field condReconfigurationToApply only indicates that the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message contained in it cannot contain the target SCG configuration for CHO.
