	In the current PDCP specification, the definition of “UDC packet, i.e. UDC header and UDC data block” is not clear when PDCP PDU is generated, given that "UDC header and UDC data block" is used instead of "Data" in PDU format in Section B.2.1. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]From the functional point of view, NR UDC is almost identical as LTE UDC and there is no big difference but PDCP specifications capture differently. In LTE PDCP specification (TS 36.323), it is clearly specified that “UDC header and UDC Data Block if UDC is configured.” whereas NR PDCP does not have such a sentence. This difference makes a confusion that NR UDC has different behavior on UDC data block.
