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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on GNSS integrity requirement provisioning. Regarding what parameters can be provided by LCS client/AF, or UE, it is decided and specified in Rel-17 that:
· Only UE-based GNSS positioning integrity was supported and the LMF shall send the Target Integrity Risk to UE to derive the Protection Level.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The parameter IRallocation should be freely chosen by the LCS client and provided to LMF. Combing the knowledge of Residual Risk, LMF further generates a reasonable range of Integrity Risk (IR) and transmits to UE in the form of assistance data.
· Time-To-Alert is needed for LMF as the maximum allowable elapsed time from when the Error exceeds the Bound until a DNU flag must be issued.
· From RAN2’s perspective, it is LCS client/AF or UE, who request GNSS positioning integrity requirements, that should be obliged to evaluation the system. That is, the operation to compare PL and AL, including to refer to the optional achievable target integrity risk, can be done by the LCS client/AF or UE. Therefore, there is no need to provide GMLC or AMF (further forwarding to LMF) with AL.

In conclusion, RAN2 believes that, at least for R17 GNSS positioning integrity, the necessary parameters that need to be provided by the LCS client/AF or UE to the GMLC or AMF (further forwarding to LMF) are Target Integrity Risk, Time To Alert and IRallocation. RAN2 also thinks it is up to SA2’s decision whether LCS client/AF, or UE needs to expose Alert Limit to the GMLC or AMF.
