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1 Introduction

In this contribution, we discuss some remaining issues on the identificaztion and access restriction for eRedCap UEs.  
2 Discussion 
In the last RAN2 meeting, following working assumption was made for eRedCap UEs cellbarring.

· Working assumption: No need to have separate cell barring for “eRedCap UE capable of 20MHz + PR1” and “eRedCap UE capable of BW3/PR3+ PR1”.

In our understanding, this is inline with the RAN plenary decision of not differentiating between “eRedCap UE capable of 20MHz + PR1” and “eRedCap UE capable of BW3/PR3+ PR1” during initial access. Also with common cellbarring, this could also save cellbarring bits in SIB1.
Proposal 1 Working assumption: No need to have separate cell barring for “eRedCap UE capable of 20MHz + PR1” and “eRedCap UE capable of BW3/PR3+ PR1” is confirmed as RAN2 agreement.
Inter-node message for eRedCap UE was also discussed in the last meeting but no agreement was made. In Rel-17, numberOfRxRedCap and halfDuplexFDD-TypeA-RedCap are inserted in the UERadioPagingInformation so that the receiving gNB can decide whether to forward the paging message based on its own support of the RX number and only HD-FDD for the RedCap UEs. In the same reasoning, when eRedCap UEs are introduced, it would be beneficial to also include the eRedCap UE type in the inter-node message, so that the receiving gNB knows whether it is a RedCap UE or an eRedCap UE to be paged. For sure, given its barring bits for 1RX/2RX RedCap and eRedCap UEs, the receiving gNB can determine whether to forward the paging in its cell.  
Proposal 2 A separate indication of eRedCap UE is included in the inter-node message UERadioPagingInformation. 
Proposal 3 If the indication of eRedCap UE is not included but either numberOfRxRedCap or halfDuplexFDD-TypeA-RedCap is included, it means to indicate the RedCap UE.
3 Conclusion
Based on the discussion in section 2 we have following proposals: 
Proposal 1 Working assumption: No need to have separate cell barring for “eRedCap UE capable of 20MHz + PR1” and “eRedCap UE capable of BW3/PR3+ PR1” is confirmed as RAN2 agreement.
Proposal 2 A separate indication of eRedCap UE is included in the inter-node message UERadioPagingInformation. 
Proposal 3 If the indication of eRedCap UE is not included but either numberOfRxRedCap or halfDuplexFDD-TypeA-RedCap is included, it means to indicate the RedCap UE.
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
