2 Discussion
 [S515] Release of Mobility History Information
In the current RRC CR, UE releases MHI upon deregistering from the network. This is added to handle the case where UE moves from PLMN and SNPN or vice versa. But this may lead to the case where UE releasing MHI even when the user switches off the device or turns on airplane mode, which is not the intention. So this may be updated to “registered on a new network”. Another option suggested by the WI Rapp is to update this section as “release the UE variable VarMobilityHistoryReport upon deregistration from the network to register on a new network.” However it is not clear if the UE knows whether the deregistration is to register on a new network or not, during all the deregistration. There may not be any issue for keeping the variable till the UE is registered on a new network, as the purpose of the clearing is to ensure that the retrieved reports is relevant for the PLMN/SNPN. So it may be better to release the VarMobilityHistoryReport upon registration on a new network. We have included the TP also in annexure.
Proposal 1: Capture in the RRC CR that UE releases VarMobilityHistoryReport upon registration on a new network as in TP1.

If the UE supports storage of mobility history information, the UE shall:
