In this contribution, we discuss on (e)RedCap specific memory requirement for QoE measurement in RRC_IDLE and RRC_INACTIVE.
2 Discussion
According to current TS 38.306, non-RedCap UEs supporting QoE measurement in RRC_IDLE and RRC_INACTIVE mandatorily support the minimum AS layer memory size of 64KB for QoE measurement reports stored in RRC_IDLE/RRC_INACTIVE. It is additional to 64KB memory requirement for paused QoE reports.

Conditionally mandatory features without UE radio access capability parameters

Features

Condition

Acquisition of SI messages with explicit SI window positions
It is mandatory to support acquisition of SI messages with explicit SI window positions for UEs which support the SIB types in schedulingInfoList2 as specified in TS 38.331 [9].
AS layer memory size for QoE paused measurement reports

It is mandatory to support the minimum AS layer memory size of 64KB for QoE paused measurement reports for UEs which support qoe-Streaming-MeasReport-r17, qoe-MTSI-MeasReport-r17 or qoe-VR-MeasReport-r17.
AS layer memory size for QoE measurement reports in RRC_IDLE and RRC_INACTIVE

For non-RedCap UE, it is mandatory to support the minimum AS layer memory size of 64KB for QoE measurement reports stored in RRC_IDLE/RRC_INACTIVE for UEs which support qoe-IdleInactiveMeasReport-r18 and any of qoe-Streaming-MeasReport-r17 or qoe-MTSI-MeasReport-r17 or qoe-VR-MeasReport-r17. This memory size is additional to "AS layer memory size for QoE paused measurement reports"

 


However, it is still FFS whether the same memory requirement applies to (e)RedCap UEs.

· FFS For RedCap/eRedCap UE, the minimum requirement is 64 KB total for both IDLE/INACTIVE and paused reports

 


In our understanding, the cost resulting from this additional 64KB is marginal, as most up-to-date memory products have the size with a unit of MB/GB/TB with sufficiently low prices. We also think, even (e)RedCap devices would have the memory size of at least tens of MB to support and implement other NR features. Therefore, this additional 64KB is not a big issue even to (e)RedCap devices. Besides, even if we assume there is an extremely memory/resource constrained (e)RedCap device, we do not think the device would support QoE measurement feature as QoE measurement is not an essential NR feature (but it is used just for network optimization).

Proposal 1: All types of UEs have the same minimum memory requirement for QoE measurement.
