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	Reason for change:
	The current conditions for MUSIM gap fields are spread between a conditional presence table and field descriptions, which is not consistent. For instance, the field description of musim-Starting-SFN-AndSubframe-r17 states that the field is optional for UE assistance information message:
“This field is optionally present for the aperiodic MUSIM gap preference indication.”
However, the conditional presence table for this field states that the field is mandatory for RRCReconfiguration message, but otherwise absent, which is not correct, since in case of UE assistance information message the field is optional:
“This field is mandatory present in case of aperiodic MUSIM gap configuration. Otherwise it is absent.”
Generally, this mix of conditions between field descriptions and conditional presence tables can lead to confusion, specially since MUSIM-GapInfo is used both for UE assistance information message and for RRCReconfiguration message. 
Hence, the field description should not contain elements of conditional presence, which should be captured in the table for field conditional presence.
