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Introduction
During ASN.1 review, relationship between MP and MCG was pointed out in E105 possibly with the following change:
In case of MP, a MP remote UE is configured with one direct path and one indirect path.

In this document, we propose two alternatives related to this issue, considering the related RAN2 agreement.
Discussion
RAN2 agreed that for Scenario-1/2, MP remote UE is configured with a single cell group, i.e., MCG, for the direct path, and SL configuration, for the indirect path. It has been also captured in 38.300 that for L2 MP Remote UE, only a single cell group is configured (i.e., only MCG is configured for the direct path and indirect path).
On the other hand, MCG itself is always considered as the direct path in procedural texts in 38.331, e.g.:

	In case of MP, a MP remote UE is configured with one direct path (i.e. MCG) and one indirect path.

…

2> if MCG transmission is not suspended: 

3> initiate the indirect path failure information procedure as specified in clause 5.7.3c to report indirect path addition/change failure;

…
3> if MP is configured and MCG transmission (i.e. direct path) is not suspended as specified in clause 5.7.3b;


Based on the previous agreement, it is clear that SCG is not configured for a MP remote UE. However, it is not clear whether indirect path is modelled as part of MCG or not in our specifications. Regarding the indirect path in MP, there seem two interpretations:

· Interpretation 1: Only direct path is part of MCG in 3GPP specifications.
· Interpretation 2: Indirect path as well as direct path are part of MCG in 3GPP specifications.
Note that we do not intend to affect ASN.1 structure where the configuration for indirect path is provided by sl-ConfigDedicatedNR/ sl-L2RemoteUE-Config/ sl-L2RelayUE-Config which are separate configuration from MCG configuration by field masterCellGroup. 
If RAN2 thinks that interpretation 1 is based on the previous agreement, we do not need to change 38.331 but we need to change 38.300 e.g. as follows:
	For L2 MP Remote UE, only a single cell group is configured (i.e., only MCG is configured for the direct path).


If RAN2 thinks that interpretation 2 is based on the previous agreement, we do not need to change 38.300 but we need to change 38.331 e.g. as follows [1]:
	Split DRB: In MR-DC or MP, a DRB that supports transmission via MCG and SCG in MR-DC or direct path and indirect path in MP, as well as duplication of PDCP PDUs as defined in TS 37.340 [41]. 

Split SRB: In MR-DC or MP, an SRB that supports transmission via MCG and SCG in MR-DC or direct path and indirect path in MP as well as duplication of RRC PDUs as defined in TS 37.340 [41].
…
In case of MP, a MP remote UE is configured with one direct path and one indirect path.

…

2> if direct path transmission is not suspended: 

3> initiate the indirect path failure information procedure as specified in clause 5.7.3c to report indirect path addition/change failure;

…
3> if MP is configured and direct path transmission is not suspended as specified in clause 5.7.3b;


Conclusion
In conclusion, we propose that RAN2 agree one of the following alternatives:
· Alternative 1: Only direct path is part of MCG in 3GPP specifications with the corresponding change to 38.300 by CR rapporteur. 

· Alternative 2: Indirect path as well as direct path are part of MCG in 3GPP specifications with the corresponding changes to 38.331 without ASN.1 impact by CR rapporteur, noting draft CR to 38.331 is shown in [1]
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
