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Introduction

This document contains a presentation assumptions on requirements related to the standardisation of MBMS in the RAN following the MBMS workshop held in London at the beginning of May.

The described requirements are proposed to be included as requirements for the RAN2 MBMS technical report.

Requirements regarding RAN aspects originating from the MBMS Workshop 

According to Ericsson’s understanding the following requirements apply to MBMS when it comes to the radio access network:

· MBMS data transfer is downlink only.

· Charging should not affect UTRAN.

· Roaming does not affect RAN.

· Reception of MBMS is not guaranteed at RAN level. 

· Transmission can use dedicated resources or common resources.

· MBMS should not prevent the capability for SRNS relocation.

· Uplink transmissions will be on point-to-point RABs and therefore not seen by RAN as MBMS RABs.

· The QoS attributes are the same for multicast and broadcast.

· Header compression is preferable.

· Guaranteed ‘QoS’ linked to a certain initial DL Power setting is not required; however, the possibility of some reporting mechanism could be identified to measure the delivered QoS.

· It is required to limit the options for the UEs to ensure the feasibility of grouping into point to multi-point service.

· Simultaneous reception of MBMS and other non-MBMS services (e.g. speech) is not required; 

· Simultaneous reception of MBMS and paging is required.

· Cost, complexity implications and backwards compatibility aspects shall be addressed. Reusage of existing mechanisms and features shall be favoured.

Proposal

It is proposed to add the above requirements in the requirement section of the MBMS technical report.
