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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG1 has discussed the CCTrCH definition extension to HS-DSCH since there has been no mention of CCTrCH of common type for HS-DSCH in the L1 specifications. As this can be understood as a new type of CCTrCH of common type, which is introduced in Rel’5, RAN WG1 is considering updating the section in RAN 1 specification 25.212 that describes the restrictions in terms of allowed combinations of CCTrCHs simultaneously received by the UE.
It is RAN WG1’s understanding that the simultaneous support of HS-PDSCH and PDSCH is not required. However, the question of simultaneous support of S-CCPCH and HS-PDSCH was left unclear from the L1 specifications viewpoint. Specification 25.302 tends to indicate that such simultaneous support is not required or either allowed by the system. 

It is RAN WG1 understanding that the simultaneous support of S-CCPCH and HS-PDSCH should be optional and a corresponding UE capability parameter should exist if the system was to support this combination.

2. Actions:

To RAN WG2:

ACTION: 
RAN1 would like to ask RAN2 to indicate as to whether a UE may need to receive simultaneously a S-CCPCH and one or multiple HS-PDSCHs. If such a simultaneous support was allowed, then RAN WG1 would like to kindly request RAN WG2 to consider including a UE capability parameter for the simultaneous support of S-CCPCH and HS-PDSCH into TS 25.306 and not to make it mandatory.
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
