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1. Overall Description:

During the study of the work item RAB support for IMS several advantages of separating RTP and RTCP packets on different radio bearers have been discussed. One important aspect in order to decide whether this separation should already be done outside the RNC or only in the RNC, i.e. whether to transport RTP / RTCP  on one RAB or on several RABs are the possible mechanisms to separate these flows. 

Therefore possible mechanisms were discussed to do this separation. In RAN2 in [1] (attaché to this document) the mechanism proposed in [2] that allows to distinguish the RTP packets from the RTCP packets based on the packet type field value is discussed.

2. Actions:

To RAN3, S2, S4 group.

ACTION: 

1) RAN2 kindly asks S4 to consider whether the mechanism described in [1] is suitable for distinction of RTP and RTCP packets, and to inform RAN2 and other relevant group of the outcome.

2) RAN2 kindly asks S2, supposing that the answer to 1) is “yes” to consider the mechanism discussed in [1] for separation of RTP and RTCP flow in the RNC, and to inform RAN2 whether this mechanism is considered as feasible.
