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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank T1 for adopting the group’s recommendations with regards to HSDPA RABs and test procedures. Below we provide answers to T1’s attached questions:
T WG1 Q1: T1 would like to ask RAN2 if the UL TTI for the HSDPA RABs could be changed to 10 ms?

RAN WG2 agreed to only use the 10ms TTI for the UL 384kbps RB. However the group did not see any reason to change the TTI of the 64kbps RB.
T WG1 Q2: T1 would like to ask RAN2 if enhanced TFCS should be considered for the HS-DSCH associated UL radio bearer combinations? 

RAN WG2 did not see any reason to optimize the UL TFCS in the HSDPA RABs. Therefore, it is proposed to not consider using an “enhanced” TFCS.
T WG1 Q3: T1 would like to ask if RAN2 sees the need for the above scenario with pre-configured DCH information for the radio bearer normally mapped on HS-DSCH. If so, should then the default radio bearers for HS-DSCH reflect this scenario (such as updating the current RABs or defining additional RABs).

This question was addressed in a separate response LS.

To T1 :
· Use the 10ms TTI for the 384kbps UL RAB.
· Use the 20ms TTI for the 64kbps UL RAB.

· Not use an “enhanced” TFCS on HSDPA RABs.
